CAN'T izraza: inability, no permission
a) Inability (nezmoznost)
Primer: I can't ski. (ne znam)
b) No permission

Can I go out? No, you can't. (ne smes)

COULD izraza: request, ability in the past, possibility
a) Request-prosnja
Could you do the ironing? (bi lahko)
b) Ability in the past-zmoZnost v preteklosti
He could ride a bike when he was four. (sem znal)
c) Possibility-moZnost
This could be dangerous. (bi lahko bilo)

A lot of crime could be prevented. (bi se lahko)

SHOULD izraza: advice, mild obligation
a) Advice-nasvet
You should get a haircut. (moral bi)
You should visit your dentist. (moral bi)
b) Mild obligation-milejsa obveznost, moralna obveznost/dolZnost

I should save more money. (moral bi)

WILL izraZa: request
a) Request-prodnja

Will you open the window?

WOULD izraza: request

Would you open the window?



MAY izraza: permission, possibility/probability, polite request

a) Permission-dovoljenje
May I go to the cinema? Yes, you may./No you may not.

b) Possibility/probability (moznost/verjetnost)
We are not sure where he is. He may be at home. (mozno je/mogoce)
It may snhow tomorrow.

c) Polite request (vljudna prosnja)

May I have the bill, please? (ali bi lahko)

MIGHT izraZa: possibility/probability, formal permission, formal
request

a) Possibility/probability (moZnost/verjetnost)
He might come. (verjetnost je zelo majhna)

b) Formal permission (formalno dovoljenje)
Might T ask you a question?

c) Formal request (formalna prosnja)

Might T borrow your book?

Kot lahko vidimo ima naklonski glagol ve¢ rab. Pojavljajo se Se kaksne
druge rabe; recimo pogosto z naklonskimi glagoli izraZzamo tudi
ponudbe-OFFER.



Za drugacen pogled na naklonske glagole si oglejte Se spodnje
primere:

1) REQUEST (prosnjo izrazamo z razli¢nimi glagoli; vendar
lahko sporoéilo skriva razli¢no stopnjo vljudnosti,
formalnosti)

Will you open the window? (ali bos...)

Can you open the window? (ali lahko...)

Could you open the window? (bi lahko...)

Would you be so kind ... (bi bil tako prijazen in ...)

Kot vidimo vljudnost narasc¢a. Odvisno je tudi s kom govorimo. Tudi
glede na osebo in situacijo uporabl jamo razli¢ ne naklonske glagole.

2.) PERMISSION (dovoljenje in razli¢ne stopnje
formalnosti/vl judnosti)

Can I go out? (ali lahko...zelo vsakdanje, splosno)
Could T go out? (bi lahko...- si Ze bolj vljuden, previden)

May I go out? (ali smem...- nisi preprican, ¢e ti bodo dovolili, si bolj
vljuden)

Might I go out? (ali bi smel...- $e bolj vljudno, e bolj formalno
vprasanje, je pa ze vprasanje, ¢e ti bodo dovolili iti ven oz. pri¢akujes
negativen odgovor)

Bo slo? Prepri¢ana sem, da bo.
